Kamla Das (30); Mahima Tanti (13), Turku Gour (35); Bali Tanti (50); Gangu Munda
(18); Jakub Tanti (16); Dulari Munda (17); Jesmina Munda (40) and Sonia Munda
(11). Three others - Sumari Tikki (34), Laku Kumar (30) and Tufan Kumar (25) were
rushed to Udalguri Civil Hospital and attending doctors stated them to be out of
danger.
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
